When you are in Chicago you can reach the
Fair by bus (fare 10c), elevated lines (fare
10c), or surface cars (fare 7¢), which go
within one block of the gates.

Hotel and rooming house accommodations
in Chicago, rates of which are supervised
by the Chicago Association of Commerce,
are available at prices to suit all purses.
These range from $1.00 per day up, per
person.
