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The necessity of having research felt in the very atmosphere

;ﬂ;{ﬁniversities is seen in the primary activity of such institutions;

- that is, in the teaohing itself. The training of youth in advanced
learning is rarely done well except by those who still eagerly seek
knowledge and take part in penetrating the unknown. Those who merely
accept what others do but doc not themselves contribute, very rapidly

become in most instances unstimulating as teachers and often obsolete

and undependable in their viewpoint. In order, then, to secure and to
hold the ablest perso'ns as teachers and in order to maintain & stimu-
lating and live spirit in their teaching adequate provision must be
made for treir research. Looked at, then, purely from the standpoint
of effective training of youth, not as research workers tut as well-
educated men and women, the university that is not permeated with re-
search activities cannot long hold its own against those that are, and
provision for research is consequently a necessary and proper part of
the provision for good teachers and good teacning.

But the effects of research are, of course, not limited vo the
institution in vhich it is done and to the students that work there.
Through the investigative work dome in it the university has humanity
at large as its audience and its beneficiary. Whatever line of progress
and benefit one considers it is rare to find any important and permanent
advances that have not been dependent upon careful, fundamental, and often

very abstract studies; and it should be especially emphasized that these

studies not infrequently seemed at the moment of no practical importance .
and perhaps wholly devoid of any except purely intellectual interest.

Most of this progress nas core and must continue to come from the univer-
