REGULATIONS FOR DORMITORIES,

1. The students residing in a particular Hall shall. con-
constitute a House. Each House shall have a Head, appointed by
the President of the University; a Councilor, chosen from a
Faculty of the University by the members of the House; a Committe
elected by the memhers of the House; of which House Committee the
Head of the House shall be chairman, and the Councilor member
ex officio; and a Secretary and Treasurer, elected by the
members of the House, subject to the approval of the President.
Each House through its Committee shall make annual report to the
President.

2. Each House shall he govarned by a body of rules adopted
by a two-thirds vote of the members of the House, and approved
by the Couneil of the University.

3., Purchases of furniture and equipment for the House shall
be made by the Secretary of the Beoard of Trustees upon requisi-
tion signed by the Head of the House and its Secretary and
approved by the Committee of the Board on Buildinss and Grounds.

4. The Board of Trustees will advance from time to time the
monay to pay bills of the Mouse so incurrsd. The interest on
these advances shall be at the rate of 6% per annum. The House
shall have possession and use of the furniture and equipment,
and assume all responsibility for the same.

5, The members of a Mouse shall pay quarterly in advance to
the Treasurer of the lMouse a sum amounting to five per cent
of the total estimated value of the furniture and equipment of
the House; this sum ghall be assessed upon the members of the
House and shall be used (1) in paying the interest on said
estimated value of furniture and equipment and on any money
advanced by the Board of Trustees, (2) in paying to the Treasurer
of the University a sum of not less than 10 per cent per annum
of the value of all furniture and equipment until such advances
made by the University shall have been repaid, (3) in expenditure
for new furniture, equipment and decoration.

A quarterly statement shall bhe made by the Treasursr of the House
to the Registrar,

6. In ease of vacancies, the registrar shall have power to
assign applicants to rooms, in the order of applieation. If
these pguests are not elected to membership during the first
Quarter of residence, they ghall have no further e¢laim upon the
rooms occupied. BElestion of members shall take place during the
last week of the first Term of each Quarter. The room rents will
be fixed and collected by the Registmar,

8. Houses may be organized outside of the Univarsity
Quadrangles in accordance with these regulations, and will be
assigned to new dormitories in the Quadrangle in the order of
application.

It is hoped in this way to secure something of the digni-
fied soecial life, and the habits of self-guidance and self-
control which the American Coilege Dormitory often lacks, and
80 to inerease the interest and value of student life, and
more warmly to attach the alumni to the University through
pleasant memories of their old Houses.

At present, at least six such Houses will be organized,--
three for men, the Divinity House, the Graduate House, and
Snell House; and three for women, Beecher, Kelley, and Foster
Houses.

Those students who take rooms in these Halls before Con-

vocation, will constitute the original memoership of the re-

spective Houses.

\ix'i There are over fiftv applicetions on file for rooms @n Green Hall for

\ the winter quarter. I presume the number will he increased, especially since
there are manv more applications for Foster than e¢an be accommodated. You realize
perhaps that there are 22 rooms in Foster renting for less than $31.00 per gnar-
ter, end three in each of the other halls. Consequentlv the students finding it

necessary to economize turn first to Foster Hall for rooms. Taking the Hall as a

whole, however, the rate is not much lower. The averape per week in Foster is

92.53; in Green, $2.57; in Kellv and Beecher, $2.83 each. I have interviewed a
number of students T:;4$ive off the Campus, in regard to moving into Creen !all;
but it is rether a delicate matter for me personally to prcss. I find that very
meny have formed associations end friends in their present querters, end are un-
willing to chenpe; a few prefer what thev sre pleased to consider the "independenee
of life" ouk-side of the dormitcries;.while many are obliged to economize very
strictly. It hes been a great pleasure to me to be able to of fer some help in
the matter, but I find verv great reluctance to accept pecuniary aid when it is
not absolutelv necesserv. [ have made arranpements with two students, lliss Love
and Miss Dehnst, to lessen theexpense of their rooms $12.00 each for the quarter,
or #1.00 a week &5 you suggested. I trust that it will be a satisfaction to vou,
ag it is to me,to have them in the Eall on these terms. i

You wil' be glad to know that we are finding Creen bFall very pleasant to

live in. I feer that there will be & good deal of disappointment if the elevator
is not in running order at the opening of the quarter, particulurly in view of

the fact that the price of rooms on the upper floors hes beenfixed with the use

of the elevator in view. We are nowin our fifth week of residence and are still
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without bells of env kind. The inconvenience and awkwardness, especially at the

front door are very pgreat.

I trust thet Miss Sherwood's effsirs are arranged to your satisfaction.
I learn that she supposed that the presentation of her pepers from the Brooklyn
leights School made her record clear.

Z;;" We are as vet doing nothing or next to
%othing in the cleaning of Hitchcock Hall, the condition of which
is fast becoming a serious reproach to the University. A single

3 scrub man presented himself yesterday afternoon about 2:00 o'clock

but he was not furnished with any tools for his work and did no

more than partially clean a single room. You will pardon me for
calling your attention to this matter. I am greatly disturbed about
the condition of things and mortified that the inmates of the House
é should be obliged to put up with it,

™ T suspect that the arrangements in the bath-rooms should
have very careful inspection before the House is accepted. It seewms
to be quite impossible to use the shower baths without pretty
nearly flooding the outside room. The shower is too high, the water
spatters bevond and above the marble partitions, the waste-pipe

iﬁ%’ . does not carry it off completely. The partitions are not tight

» J at the hase, the screen doors turn the wrong way, and let the water
out rather than keep it in. We have not yet received the rubber
curtains which were promised us and without them it is impossible

éé to use the showers whatever care mayr he exercised and leave the room
x in decent condition for the next comer. Mr. Perkins' attention

‘éi ought to be called to this and perhaps at your suggestion Mr. Wright,
if he is the proper person, would make a careful inspectlon and
:ﬁ report to you.
We are greatly inconvenienced by the lack of hulletin

boards. It is a matter of difficulty to get the House Committee
or other Committees together having no hoards upon which to post
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notices and heing obliged to send all mail through the Bureau

of Information from which it appears to he taken away by the
students at irregular and uncertain intervals. I say these things
because I feel sure that yvou want to he kept acquainted with the
condition of thi.ng;ﬂ at Hitchcock.

I have one more thing to add. The basement is filled
with refuse of all sort. These is no means of keeping the bhase-
ment doors which opens on 57th St. closed. I have found them wide
open at night. Policemen have called my attention to it.

Men of the House go in and out through these doors and having no
key they throw the bolt in order that they may find no difficulty
in returning that way. It is not necessary that they should, use
these doors at all, and the doors ought to bhe furnished with locks
80 that +they cannot be opened without a key even from the inside.

Early in January 1904 the sugpestion was made by Profeséor
George E. Vincent that the ticket-holders in the Men's Cormrmons should
organize and elect an advisory committee which should represent the
diners in all dealings with the administrative authorities of the
Commons and for any other desirable purposes.

Resolved: That the Committee desires to give Mr. Boylan any assist-
ance in its power which may tend to promote the welfare of the Com-
mons, and that the Comrittes will welcome representations and sugges-
tions from the Steward at any time.

My dear Mr,Thompson:

I am not surs that I think of any
definite coriticism to make upon the house system of the
University or any suggestions for a policy in the Tuture.

Our house life in Hitchcock is so theroughly desirable that
I do not think of anything that we partiocularly desire added.
We have in my opinion the right combination of individual
freedom and house lovalty . The house dces not make demands
on our time large enough to be burdensome and yet in the
receptions and house meetings we have an opportunity to become
acquainted witﬁ ;aoh other and developr & little house spirit.
One problem that perplezmes me 18 just how far we should
permit instructors to occupy rooms in the hall., They are
of course desirable tenants, They are quiet and keep their
rooms attractive. On the other hand Dr.parker feels, as I
think gﬁﬂﬁil must, that after all thé University dormitories
are designed for the use of students and that inasmuch as
the number of rooms is not adequate to meet the demands, we

ought not to keep students out of the few at our disposal.
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For the present, therefore, a policy has been adopted of
giving to students the preferr~nce, if not altogether excluding
instructors in the assignment of rooms in Hitchcock,

One other point occurs to me . No man is more anxious
that our athletic teams should be given every faci 1litr for
training than I am, but I can not help feeling that the
existence of training auarters in Hitchcock is & distinct
injury to the hall. The men who come in for a month or two
dur@ng the training season take no interest in the life of
the h«1ll, contribute nothing to it, simply occupy a roonm
iﬁich could be given to men who would be interested in house
events and really support our undertakings. While therefore
I realize that athleies must have a place in which to train
and should not wish them to be excluded from HitEHCOck, unless
an equally advantageous place could be provided, I am sure
that the house would benefit materially from the coming of a
permanent class of tenants into the western section.

Perhaps this letter is unneccessayy, inasmch as you
have doubtless written to Dr.Parker, and as head of the house,
he can speak with au'hority. My judgment is nothing more than
an individual opinion which.shoul@jﬁaﬁﬁﬁ&ﬁé%nﬁap 47 it
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conflicts at any pnint with that of Dr.parker who is the
proper representative of the hause,

In the matter of rooms, it is a 1little difficult to arrange
the thing setisfactorily. The bath Lo whieh you refer undoubtedly
ought %o be abolished, and we in faet will have it abolished. - At
the sane tiwe, the pressurc on rooms is so great from studonts
that we do not feel thal we are warranted in gramting a three-room
suite Lou any of Lhe lleads. 'That applies to _ii?mr as well as to
any and all of the others. After taking ont-th- bath in question
there will be a two=-room suite east of the hall, which would natur-
ally belong to the Diregtor of the Commons. Miss Yiner is mot

godng oa with the work, und we are considering now the question
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«2e

of another appointee. If you prefer to take s room on the east
side for a sleeping room it would, so far as I can see, necessi-
tate exchanging with the Direstor the room which you are now
occupying as a sleeping room. That would give each of you & room
on each side of the hall, and obviously would necessitate using
the bath in common. This ie not the best arrangerent, but we can
see no better. We have opened the new hall on the south side of
the Vidway for women. Every room in it is taken, and the waiting
list is just as long as it was last fall. We feel, therefore, ob-
liged to use every possible room for students. It isn't a question
of the money income from them that concerns ue, but simply of giving
students the accommodation to which they are entitled. If the
above sugrestions should fail to meet your views we can still
improve the present situation by having the bath taken out, anyway.

Even in some of the older colleges of our own country certain
traditions have grown up concerning certain rooms in the older
dormiteries, and returning graduates gladly seek out their former
havats. Because in thas year of 1911 we are to have our first

carefully prepared home-comang of Chicage men, some of the older
graduates cne meets at the University Club, or in New York, or in
the weet, have heen thinking with apparent pleasure of experiences
connested with certain rooms m{!;:u My message to the men of
Snell this yeur, therefore, is Ay rlmtun of & proposal to
develop what has already been ¥niformally developed in fraternity
howsen:~ a record of those who have preceded us.

There was a time when Snell House possessed s more or leowm
complete collection of framed photographs of lwads and councillers.
One by one these pictures have been stolen, until now only a few
are left. The trouble, of course, has been that the pietures
were oxposed in the public rooms of the halls whers none was ssen
to proteet them. In this experience 3nell has sufferfed only as
Hitecheook and some of the other halls have mtforrod. Were such a
collection to be mmde, however, and preserved in the rooms of the
head of the house, I think t e colleotion might easily grow and gain
value from year to « My present interest, however, is not inm

Tt would
be too great a task to secure the photographs of wll who have lived
in Snell, and I know that I for one slould not wiah to have the
photographs of all the men who had preceded me in my room. Some
of them would not be liable to stealing; many would be liable to gifé
or destruction.
