During this investigation, a versonal scquaintance should be
formed with all who ocnoupy an important vosition in the educational sys-—
ﬁem‘in each country, Through this acquaintance the pogition of Chicago
as an educational center can be nncobtrusively, but strongly, emphasized
and connections can be formed which subsequent cere may make vermanent,
The fact that work can be carried on in Chigazo throuzhout the year
should prove a votent arsument in behalfl of this citv,

It is equally essential that acquaintance should be made, as
far as possible, also among those classes,jn the vafious commmities,
from which voung men may be exvected most larzely to come to this country
for training. Some ®vlan can and should be devised, therefore, pfoperly
to gceredit and introduce a revresentative of the University to the so-
cial and commercial, as well as to the edncational, clubs and societies
in the various countries.

We wish to repeat this demonstration, we
hope with greater success than our initial ef-
fort, We feel that we have a right to appeal
to the Christiam Church to give its powerful
influence in behalf of this step toward the ws-
tatlishment and expresszion of universal frater-
nity, which it wasthe mission of Chiist to es-
tablish on the earth.

We are asking clergymen ev-orywhere to speak
on the subject of arbitration gs a proper me-
théd of settling International differences on
the Sunday preceding our Peace Demonstration;

One result of tahe Peaaa Conf srence held at The Hague in May,
1899, was tue mrganizataon of a Court of International Arbitra-
tion, in comparison witn wiat many afdent advocates of its estab:
lisument Jdeskred, its existence is the occasion for profound grat-
jtude. This Court will conveie in its first 3esa’an on May 18,
1301, )

Tn the development of tae sentiment of International reace
and of its application to International relations, formal, or-
ganized activity must inevitably follow upon public opinion.

To give opportunity for such friendly public opinion as already
exists to express itsell, am o stimulate a wider public in-
terest in this Court, in its developuent and in toe extension of
its power, this meeting 15 convened.

The men and women here assembled nave net because of their
common conviction that the receat growth of militarism i3 a men-
ace to the furtuer development of civilizationy tnat the Ifrequent
evidences of national feritability, greed and so-called "Imper-
paliasnm," whicih have recently been given, attest to tihe dangers
woich beset existing civilization. The furtaer evolution of
pumanity i3 retarded by tae war apirit. an wars tnat have
been going forwvard in Cuina, the iuilipninew the Transvaal and
in Cuba aprest the serious attent ion of mankind. They compel
all thougntful men and women everywuere to qu@ﬁpion wiietner the
finest expression of civilization is Lo be found in imprcvad
metnods of warfare; whether toe %uparlarity of modern over mediae-
val times consists in the greater numb@r of madern variety and
effectivensess of the weapons by waose uﬂe men slay one anctiner.
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Assembled to consider these questions amd to discuss the
antagonistic principles of War and Peace in the ligiat of histery,
philosopuy and Caristian aspiration, we unite in the expression
of our comfiufion that nations, wiich are but aggregations of
individuals, suculd be neld to a morality at least as exalted as
tuat waich is demanded of individuals under the hignest existing
forms oi c¢ivilization. Tue court of justice in wihich differences
are arbitrated by law and reason nas succeeded to the duel as tue
approved metuod of settling individual controversies. We belisve
tuis fact to Be a pledge tnat nations also may be brougat to
settle, under corresponding laws ol justice and reason, sectional )

and international controversies.
We nold this meeting to enlignten public intelligence; to

stimulate tue public conscience; to guicken international
aympatiuy. We pledge curaselves to give support to tae principles :
enunciated in the conventions rassed by tue Gonference at The
Hague; to sustain tie Court of Tnternational Arbitration; to
endeaver to augument public respect for it; and to aid in 30 modi-
fying conditions that tRe range of its influence and the applica- |
ttian of the principles in benalf of which it convenes nay be
