To repeat: Of his parents his father died of cancer
of the stomach and his mother of Bright's disesse. The
patient had nine (9) brothers and sisters, of whom one
sister has an affection of the nerves, four brothers and
gsisters are in good physical heslth, and the other four
have dled of diseases unknown [(to the patient).

The patient was 28 2 ckhild generally well but eesily
excitable, with & tendeney te fainting spells. Pe denies
gpecific infection and likewiss the misuse of alechol zmd
tobaseco, At the beginning of the nineties [(0f the last
century) he became very nervous through i!ﬁii#i?ﬁ:ﬁfiviﬂﬁi;
These nervous spells inereassed in the course of the years
until the winter of 1901 in comnection with a serious
nervous excitement and derangement of the stomach with
sympitoms of poisoning, which occasioned a complete physicsal
collapse. Hedical treatment received partly inm his rooms
and partly in hospitals produced only temporsry improvement.
After an exertion in September of the same year (1901) the
trouble beoame aggravated, whereupon the patient undertock
& trip to Germany and submitted to the treatment of a nerve
specialist, Iz Decenber of the same he returned to

dmerice to resume in January one half of his {rosﬁzari work.
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Soon he again had to drop his work. Again treatment in a
hospital, protracted leave of azbsence to go to Germany, and
treatment in the Hospital for Hervous 33n§nstt Hubertus at
sehlachtenses [April-lay, 1903), whence he returned with
renewed strength.

On the first of January, 1904, the patisnt began his
isctures again in Chicago. He was obliged, however, to
drop them again in the fellowing Mareh, to lesave the University
on permanent leave e!.ﬂbauneu; Then im the subsequent
years, partly in America end partly in Germany, especially
in Hamburg, be tried numerous ocures qna medical treatments,
whieh consisted essentially in the application of electriecity,
in the internal snd external use of arsenic, strychnine,
Hyoseine, snd other remedies, and finally in g&naaat:n
exercises and therapeutics. Hot only did these treatments
finally prove without avall, but the disease had by February.
1912, progressed to such a point that the patient went to
iive at the home of hii brothsr in Sangerhausen, where he
soon became bedridden na& had to be removed to & quiet
privete house.

Sinee that time the patient has scarcely been able to
leave his bed. He is completely helpless, ¢an movVe his

lege only with great exertionm, and is compelled to keep his
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eyes permanently closed, since every movement of the
muscles of the eyes causes him unbearable pain, especially
in his hg‘ﬁ;

I found the patient in this condition in December, 1913,
sscortained the faeta, and reported as already noted, On
August 7. of this year I saw the patient again after asdout
tairty-two (32) months, and was obliged to note that no
improvement had !ntt!?tand; On the contrary, there appearasd
npon sxamination a series of phenomena and morbid symptoms

that led to the inference that the disease had increased.

1 found the patient upon my visit in his home, as I had
found him about two years asnd a half frcvicnaly. lying in
bed in 2 very helpless and sensitive condition with syes
covered with a black cloth. The condition of khis nutrition
shows a prepondersace of fat with flaccid muscles incapable
of exertion. His face is pele, with eruptions amd secratches,
some of which bleed. Hig mind snd sensesz seem in the light
of our conversation iot to be impaired. He desoribes his
condition objectively, but becomes easily tired, so that the
examination and discussion with the physician had %o be

interrupted several times by an intervening pause.
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His memory appears unimpaired, since he recalls vividly
all the occurrences of his life, as well 28 the phenmomens of
his disease that he has observed and the treatments he has
tried. The patient lies flat om his back in bed and his
eyes are closed because of the black cloth that covers thﬁa;
Whenever at the request of the examining physician he removes
the cloth and is requested to open his eyes, he complains of
the violent pains that Qxecad from the dack of the eye-~balls
to the back of his head and compel him to cover hie eyes again
with the ecloth. Even the slightest movement of the muscles
of the eyes causes him unhqgrdbla pain, 80 that & thorough
medical examination of the eyes, sven at the urgent requestof the
patient, is out of the guestion.

Alongside these phenomena in connection with the eyes,
his ergen of hearing shows decided symptoms of disturbance.
Both his ears are clgegsd by westher-plugs (eottom plugs, or
something of the aurt); The patiant complaina of a constant
roaring and whistling in both ears. He knows, however, that
it is a case of purely subjective noises in the ear. The
ear passages are both slightly inflamed and the skin is
parched.

An examination of the mouth-cavity discloses a very

parched, partially reddened snd inflamed mucous membrane,
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which has developed sporadic patches. Aeocording to his
statements there are in connection with this no pronounced
disturbances of the sense of taste, mot does he complain of
~any noticeable vitiastion of his appetite.

Purther the examination ylelds the folleving findings:
The nerves on the whole surface of the body, especislly on
the Jlower extremities, are hypersensitive and in part
painful, !ga intersostal nerves show ¢lear symptoms of
intercostal neuraigia. The mobility of the lower extremities
is greatly impaired, evem though ke can raise his legs from
thelr support and bend them at the knees. Such movements
are attended by promcunced tremors smnd the extremities thus
raiged sink back at anc.; Besides this, I am struck by a
sericus impairment of the size (girth) and mutrition of both
the lower and upper legs as well as that of the musculer
structure of the foot. 411 tendon reflexzes, especially
the kna§~jerk and the reflex.-movements of the cremaster and
asbdominsl uutelni;sxu {in his case) incapable of being
induced. The body itself is sympatheticslly distended and
sensitive to pressure, On the other hand there is uo
noticeable sensitiveness to pressure or to percussion in the
haai - partigglorzy in the skull, An exanmination of the

heart and of the cireculatory system discloses the existence
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of typical phenomena of srterio-sclerosis (twisting of the
arteries, slight weakening of the activity of the heart, ete.) .
His pulse is rather scant, can easily be suppressed, and

counts about ninety (90) beats to the minute. Concerning

the lungs nothing noteworthy.

The result of the medical examination just deseribed
yislds, in connsction with the history of the case sad with
the plicture of the dissase, 23 1t was two and a half years
ago, 2 clesar inmage for Jjudging the casse, both in reference
to i&a present condition as such aand ite proprecy far the
futurs, as well as to ths capseity of the patient now snd
latar. It admits of no doubt that it is the case of a man
seriously 11l and entirely umable to sarn anything whatever.
Althuugh thers are at the moment no symptoms of a morbid
change in brain and spinal cord pointing to 2 degenerative
disease of the system, the symptoms noted sre nevertheless
80 serious that thers can #avau Iittle doubt of the gravity
of the malady es of the utter incapacity of the patient to
take up any occupation or labor whatever. It is clearly a
¢ase, in a men sitrongly disposed to affection of the nerves,
of 2 high degree of functiomal disturdance of the peripheral

and central nerve-systems in the sense of a pronounced
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constitutional ;g;gﬁg;ﬁgg&;,and psychasthenis which has, in
consequence of periods of excitement and collapse §z§¢$ﬁiag
over many years, led to complete decline and collapse, as
well as ic the complications noted, in comnection with the
genses, the skin, and the circulation. Through confinement
to the bed for years, immobility, 2nd disuse of important
parts of the muscular aystem, there has come about an atrophy
of definite ranges ef the muscles and of bodily nrartes of
functional imporitance, which have in turn caused an impairment
of the nerve-tracts and thereby secondarily = disease of
vitally important narta-yarta; FProm this it appears not
merely as indicated im the foregoing, that the patient is
guite incspable of working and earning snything, dut that the
forecast for the future is, in the light of the present
condition and of the unsuccessful medicinal treatment
extending over yesars, unfavorable. An additional circumstance
of importance for this judgment is that the renewed medical
examination of August 7th of thies year not only failed to
disclose the nlig&tc&t'znprovcma;tvhﬂt betrayed & plain
incresse in the deeline of the nervous system and hence an
aggravation of the uilsﬁx. Accordingly the hope expressed
by medical opinion im December, 1913, that by a systematic
treatment & cure of the condition might be effected must be
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pronounced exceedingly improdable. 0r rather the opinion
mast be provounced that Professor Schmidt-Vartenmdberg
will as far as we ¢an see be permanently incapsble of esarning

& living.
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
