My dear President Judson:

It has occurred to me to continue the study of instruc-
tion costs per student major in the Department of Greek,
supplementing the statistics for the years 1919-20 and 1920-21.
On the attached sheet you will find the quarterly statistics.

The reduction in the cost per student major in the Summer
Quarter of 1922 is fairly startling. The number of student
majors is smaller than in any other quarter under review. The
reduction in the number of student majors would tend to give
an increased cost. On account, however, of the rearrangement
of the instructors in the department, the cost for the quarter
is the lowest of any in the quarters under observation, and
the resultant cost per major is only $55.07.

Two of the three persons giving instruction taught extra
for credit, and the statistics are based on the assumption
that the amount will be paid during a vacation instead of on
the two-thirds cash basis. Had the financial arrangements
been made on the latter basis, the cash outlay for instruction
given in the quarter would have been $2,077.78 and the cost
per student major would have been $45.17, practicelly $10. less
per student major than on the basis of deferred vacation.

Particular attention is directed to the statistics of
student majors. While the minimum number appears in the Summer

Quarter of 1922, it is only 5 less then the maximum in that






L

year. In the previous yeer the student majors are 8% less
than the maximum in that year, while in the year beginning
with the Autumn Quarter of 1919, the majors in the Summer
Quarter are 214 less than the maximum in that year. 1In
proportion to the other qguarters of the year, the number of
student majors in the year just closed is a higher percentage
than in the other two years.

With a diminished number of instructors it follows, cf
course, that there is a reduction in the number of courses
offered, and undoubtedly there are other matters of academic
interest that cennot be shown in 2 comparison of this kind.
However, I presume informestion could be developed from which
it would be possible to determine whether the department, as
constituted in the Summer Quarter of 1922, was adequately
representing the University.

The total fees received during
the 13 days ending October 9, 1930, amounted to $347,416.13
The total fees received during the 13-day period
ending October 9, 1919, exclusive of High School
fees amounted to 385,323.089

These figures show a gain of : $ 63,094.04
Taking into account all of our fees our rates for

tuition, room rent, board, etc., for this year have

been increased by approximately 30% over those of

last year, which would account for an increase of

fees amounting to 57,064.43

The gain in amount which may be attributed to an

increased number of students is, therefore, appar-

ently not more than $ 5,089.63
In response to inguiries which I sent to qther

universities of the middle west, we have received the following

information with respect to the registration for this year as

compared with that for last year at the same period:

In 1919 the first practically acocurate statistice were
available on October 34, at which time 3949 different students
(inecluding 168 student nurses) had been registered. These
included 35 counted more than once.

If within the next three weeks as large a number of addi-
tional students complete their registration as the number of
students completing their registration between the end of the first
two weeke one year ago and October 34, 1919, the total number of
different studente (including not more than 35 or 40 counted more
than once) will be 4461 as compared with 3949 at a corresponding
date lastyear. This will represent a total increase of regis-
tration of 13%. If the next three weeks this fall will show as
~large a proportion of additional registration as was shown within
the corresponding three weeks a year ago, the percent of increase
will be about 14%1%.

The foregoing figures do not include the students regis-
tered during the 1920 summer session who have not returned to the
University for the present semester,and who should be included
within the total registration for the present University year.

This number has not yet been determined; but, since the total
number of different students registered within the 1930 summer
session exceeded the number of different students registered in

the 1919 summer session by almost exactly 100, and since the number
of additional summer session students of 1919 to be added to the
total registration for the year 1919-1930 was, on October 31, 19189,
861, it seems reascnable to estimate that the total number of
different students registered in the University for theyear 1830-
1931 up to about October 30, will be not far from 5170 as compared
with 4575 October 34, 1930. This represents a gain of 595 students
or almost exactly 13%, to be expected for the summer session and
the first semester combined, of the year 1936-1931.
