“Two things must be done:

“First, farming must be commer-
ciallzed.

Secondly, production must have a
speaking acquaintance with con-
sumption—with  demand. g |
uneconomic to raise more food than
ig needed and then turn around, be-
cause prices are low, and ralse less
food than is needed. £

“A conference committee could
work toward varying production in
accordance with probable demand.

“All economists concede that the
cost of living is affected greatly
by the cost of food. I believe the
plan I have suggested, if applied
to the whole food industry, would
belp to avert spectacular changes
in the cost of living-—protecting us
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
